Most Asked Questions about the Covidien NACHC Challenge Grant

Completed application due by Friday, February 24, 2012
· How much will the Covidien sponsored NACHC grants be?

Between $25,000 and $50,000 with an outside match that equals or exceeds the requested amount.
· Who can apply for the grants?

FQHCs and FQHC Look-A-Likes that are NACHC ORGANIZATIONAL MEMBERS.  The 2011 Awardees are not eligible for this grant.
· Covidien, who are they? 
Covidien is a provider of medical devices, supplies and pharmaceutical products, providing solutions through a commitment to clinical leadership, innovation and excellence.
· What is capital improvement?
An upgrade to a building inside or outside, an exam room, a waiting room, equipment, IT upgrades etc. 

· Can this grant be used for purchase of equipment for a site not built or an area in a health center not opened/completed until after the grant period (March 30 – September 28, 2012)?
Yes, but the purchases must be made within the grant period.
· What exactly is needed to fulfill the requirements for this grant application?

1. The application form.
2. Narrative consisting of 3-5 pages single spaced (that will include history of organization, purpose of request, needs that will be met and how this grant will help to expand services).
3. Copies of Letters of Commitment that document match sources.
4. Project Budget – quotations and/or project specifications must be included.  If the specific project for which funding is being sought is part of a larger project budget, please be sure to delineate the part of the project specific to the Covidien grant request (grant and match).

· Awardees are also required to:
1. Spend all funds by September 28, 2012, or health center must return the remaining grant funds to NACHC (Ideally, project will be completed by this date).
2. Submit a Final Project Report, including valid receipts, cancelled checks and/or completed pay certificates for the disbursements specifically allocated to the Covidien NACHC Challenge project (grant and match) by Friday, October 19, 2012.  

· How many submissions can a health center make if it has multiple sites?

Only one
· What sources can be used as a match for this grant?

Only private, e.g., foundations, corporate entities or individual donors

 Banks loans, federal or state government grants, health center revenues, health insurance reimbursements, patient payments and/or in-kind donations cannot be used.
· How many match sources are allowed?
Not more than three
· Can previously obtained foundation, corporate entity or individual funds be used for this grant?
Yes, but must be designated for this project. Health center must obtain documentation from donor that funds have been re-directed or allowed for this grant match.
· When is the submission deadline?
